1. I am encouraged to cheer on my team. However, at no time will I yell out instructions or call out a player’s name to instruct them during a game or practice. Some examples of instruction would be: “pass the ball”, “shoot”, “go to space”, “pass-back”, “look for Derek”, “head it”, “mark-up”, “cross it”, “keep dribbling”, “go to the net”, “pass it to Cindy”. Examples of appropriate cheering are: “nice pass Tina”, “great shot”, “good move”, “unlucky bounce”, “great tackle Steve”, “great teamwork girls”, “good job defense”, “good throw”, “go impact”, .
2. At no time will I participate in a practice, game warm-up or game without club permission and having acquired a USYSA Risk Management Card. ( League Insurance will not cover any injuries when team activities are conducted by unauthorized adults).
3. If my conduct at any Impact function or game is inappropriate or reflects negatively on the team or Club, I may be asked to leave by the head coach or assistant coach. If I refuse, the Club may take further action, according to the Bylaws. I will treat all referees with the utmost respect reardless of their perceived competence or experience. I will display the highest level of sportsmanship at all team activities. I will respect the opposing team’s players, coaches, staff and spectators. Players and parents who do not follow this code of conduct will be subject to disciplinary action, including possible dismissal from the team. See Club Bylaws.
4.  If we think that the coach is showing poor conduct and is negatively affecting the team and/or the Impact or if the team is not progressing at the pace or expectations of the parents, then we as parents are encouraged to discuss it with the coach first. If the problem persists, then parents should report this situation to the Impact Director of Coaching, ASAP.
5.  I understand that the Impact organization does not wish to discourage players from participating in other sports or activities during the soccer seasons, Fall, Winter and Spring. However, the financial obligation, attendance and participation at practices and games are mandatory. Excused absences must be pre-approved and notified from the head coach or team manager. It is the desire of the Impact Soccer Club to work with dedicated soccer players to help them attain the highest level of play possible. This cannot be accomplished if there are absences from practices or games. If there is a problem in getting to a practice or a game, parents must let the coach know well in advance. 
6. We understand that unlike House leagues, there is no guarantee of equal playing time. Playing time for each player is earned and is at the sole discretion of the head coach, within the rules of the league in which the team is playing. Playing time may also be restricted based upon disciplinary action. Note: U9 teams are considered developmental, for which playing time will be more equal. 
7. I understand that we are expected to be prompt at practices and games. I understand that I am responsible for timely payment of team fees and Club fees. U9-U14 teams practice during the two outdoor seasons (fall and spring), twice each week, for a minimum of 1½ hours each session. U15+ teams practice twice each week during their respective seasons, girls in the fall and boys in the spring. U9-U14 teams also practice indoor during the winter season, for a minimum of 2 out of the 3 sessions of indoor soccer, once a week for 1 ½ hours each session. Outdoor soccer (fall and spring) the team will play league games mostly on weekends with the possibility of a few weekday games. Indoor soccer during the winter, the team will play one game a week, usually either on a Friday, Saturday or Sunday. The team will also be participating in tournaments, sometimes including a nearby or out-of-state tournaments, which may include overnight stays. Fees for the entire year (fall, winter, & spring), including uniforms, warm-ups, Club registration, team fees, tournaments, league, coaching and referees fees have been explained to me by the coach or manager.
