Student Referee “Sign up” Guide Lines

The Referee Guide Lines are set to protect you (the referee) and the Clarkston Select Soccer Club. Please take into consideration the responsibility you have as a referee and sign-up for only those games you feel comfortable Centering (CR) or Assistant Referring (AR). Note: You may not sign-up to officiate any games where family relatives are participating.

1.Referee Appropriate Age Guidelines:

One-Year Age Rule: You may sign-up to Center Referee or Assistant Referee, provided you are one-year older then the age group you wish to work.  Example: U16 can Center Referee or Assistant Referee U8 through U15 

Two-Year Age Rule: You may sign-up to Center Referee or Assistant Referee, provided you are two-years older then the age group you wish to work. Example: U16 can Center Referee or Assistant Referee U8 through U14

2.Two Game Limit Sign-Up, Per Individual Team:

Please do not sign up to Center Referee all the U12 girls’ games and Assistant Referee all the U16 boys’ games. You may Center Referee two U12 girls’ games and AR two U12 girls’ games and Center Referee two U12 boys’ games and AR two U12 boys’ games, but no more. Each team is entitled to many different referees as not to show favoritism or contention. How ever, if there are open referee positions after sign up, I will e-mail everyone asking for these additional openings to be covered. The two game limits may need to be altered to accommodate the completion of the schedule.

3.Twelve (12) Game Total Limits:

Please do not sign up for more then twelve games at sign-up. An opportunity to schedule additional games will be possible after sign up to fill open positions and through out the season in the event a scheduled referee is unexpectedly unable to keep his/her scheduled game. 

4. ADDITIONAL GUIDELINES FOR STUDENT AGE REFEREES:

5. As a First and Second Season (1 year experience) Certified Referee:  You may Assistant Referee only, keeping within the two-year age rule. After you have accumulated 10 or more games experience, you may begin to center U9 and U10 games. U9 and U10 games have no offsides and are played on a smaller sized field.

6. As a Third and Fourth Season (2 years experience) Certified Referee: The two-year rule applies to both the Center Referee and the Assistant Referee. Example: U16 may Center Referee or Assistant Referee up to and including U14

7. As a Fifth and Sixth Season (3 years experience) Certified Referee: The two-year rule applies to the Center Referee. Example: If you are a U16 Player, you may Center Referee up to and including U14. The one-year age rule applies to the Assistant Referee. Example: U16 can Assistant Referee up to and including U15

8. As a Seventh Season and up (4 years or more) Certified Referee: The one-year age rule applies to the both the Center Referee and the Assistant Referee. Example: U16 can Center Referee up to and including U15 and one-year age rule applies to the Assistant Referee.

10.Exceptions:

These Guide Lines apply to all certified referees unless asked to center or line by the CSSC Director of Referees or a CSSC Club Representative. All officiating requests are subject to approval by the CSSC Director of Referees.
